Equity markets for the third month running have produced strong gains since the drop at the beginning of March.  Some analysts feel that the markets are starting to find firmer ground to stand on. Of course it is too early to say that the economy and equity markets are out of the woods yet but there are positive signs that we have not seen prior to the last few months.  The rest of the year could see some more pronounced rises and falls in the markets as investors see the markets heat up and want to take some profits but it was not all that long ago that the only returns that we could see were negative.  It is possible that the next six months or more will see some large direction changes in the markets but the economy appears to be gaining strength and even though banks may have substantial write offs there are programs in place to help with any liquidity problems that may arise.   Hopefully the last few months signal a turning point and the start to a return to normalcy.
