Incident Determination Committee Member’s Roles

Installation SgtMaj

Assists Chair in maintaining integrity of IDC process, monitoring information presented for relevancy, adhering to the model w/ appropriate high level representation 
Provides enlisted personnel perspective and voice

Outstanding resource for IDC process

FAPM:

Serving as Clinical Subject Matter Expert for IDC regarding family violence dynamics, human behavior, and the definitions 
Provides information about the incident and impact on victim(s)

Coordinator of the IDC meeting for the Installation Deputy Commander

SJA 

Assists with IDC, using preponderance of evidence standard

51% that it does or does not meet the criterion

No need to be certain that information meets criterion in order to concur

NOT a “beyond reasonable doubt” standard

Assists committee with specific wording in the definitions

Assists Chair with requests to abstain from voting

Assists IDC with moving from “he said/she said” to weighing credibility of each reporter

PMO/CID

Provides details of incidents Law Enforcement (LE) has responded to

CID or the Military Police (PMO) are expected to obtain reports from civilian and military authorities prior to the IDC
Shares information from interviews with witnesses or individuals involved in the Incident 

Details about the incident or impact

NCIS

Shares information from NCIS investigations/interviews with witnesses or individuals involved in the Incident 

Details about the incident or impact

The results of NCIS investigation are unimportant to IDC process

Non-voting member of committee----Attends on a case relevant basis
Commander or Family Advocacy Officer

For a Commanding Officer who is a convening authority, they must assign a Primary/Alternate Family Advocacy Officer (FAO) for the IDC, not lower than one rank below the Commanding Officer.

Contributes valuable information the incident and impact

Primary representative is the Commanding Officer, if not a convening authority.  Expected to attend IDC more than the alternate does.
COs or FAOs attend for each victim or offender in dual military cases
