INCIDENTS OF SEXUAL ASSAULT

1. Headguarters Marine Corps (HQMC), Sexual Assault Prevention and
Response (SAPR) has identified a lack of consistency in completing the
required OPREP-3 Serious Incident Report (SIR).

2. In accordance with the references, reporting a sexual assault
using the OPREP-3 SIR is a Commander’s responsibility. Per reference
(a), Commanders are required to submit an OPREP-3 SIR in the event of
an incident of actual, suspected, or alleged sexual assault.
Reference (b), provides specific procedures for reporting a sexual
assault using an OPREP-3.

3. Marine Corps units assigned or under the operational control of a
combined, joint, or other service component Headquarters, will report
in accordance with that Headquarters’ requirements and include
Commandant of the Marine Corps, Plans, Policies, and Operations (CMC
WASHINGTON DC PPO) as an information addressee.
