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OCS Duty Watch Suicide Checklist 
1. Keep them safe – never leave a Marine or Sailor alone.

2. If member is combative or unresponsive, immediately call 911 for assistance.  

3. During normal working hours, if Marine or Sailor is alert and cooperative, call OCS Medical Clinic @ 784-2062 or the MCBQ Naval Medical Clinic Officer of the Deck (OOD) @ 784-1515.  A Marine or Sailor will be physically escorted and transported to either medical clinic for treatment and evaluation by a Medical Officer.

4. Reassure the Marine or Sailor that they are going to be helped.  Avoid using language that minimizes the problem.

5. Take steps to remove potential means of self-harm including firearms, pills, knives, and ropes.

6. Immediately notify the CO of OCS, OOD, and the respective Company Commander of the Marine, Sailor, or officer candidate if a suicide attempt is made.
7. If hospitalization is required, inquire with OCS medical staff about what assistance is needed, e.g., arranging for necessary belongings, child care, etc.
8. Provide as much information as possible to the S-1 so that the command group can immediately prepare a Personnel Casualty Report (PCR) for a suicide attempt or gesture per the MCO P3040.4E , para 1001.52.d and 3102 (Table 3-2) using the SpecPat category.
