The Teen Job Fair also offers volunteer opportunities. “Volunteering is a wonderful experience for youth. Since a vast majority of our community is transient, our service members and their families often do not get attached to or involved in the community. Volunteering is an opportunity for the youth to become a part of the community. Many of the volunteer opportunities are also Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT) accredited so the teens can get SAT hours they can apply toward college scholarships,” said Watkins.

The Teen Job Fair offers summer employment for ages 16 to 18 years of age, and volunteer opportunities for ages 13 to 18 years of age.

To prepare the teens for the Teen Job Fair, the Family Member Employment Assistance Program (FMEAP) will host a Teen Job Fair Preparation Workshop. “This workshop is designed to teach teens how to write resumes, market their skills to make them more attractive to potential employers, and how to dress to impress potential employers,” said Watkins.

The Teen Job Fair Preparation Workshop will be held on Thursday, April 13, from 10 a.m. to Noon at the FMEAP Center, Bldg. 2475 in Tarawa Terrace housing area. The Teen Job Fair is open to family members of active duty and retired service members. Space is limited and pre-registration is required.
