The end of the year was quite exciting for the US equity markets.  We saw the Fed leave interest rates unchanged, low unemployment and lower oil prices, not to mention the elections that took place in November giving the power in Congress back to the Democrats.  Add it all up and we saw a fourth quarter with continued strong growth for the second half of the year, even with the housing market enduring a major slowdown.
What can we expect in 2007?  Analysts are pretty universal in their thinking that we should continue to see modest growth in 2007, with most of the gains coming in the second part of the year.  Unemployment could rise with the troubles in the housing market likely to continue. Oil prices should stabilize over the course of the next year and the Fed will start to lower interest rates which should get the yield curve back to a more recognizable shape.
The beginning of a new year is the perfect time to give your 401(k) a tune-up.  Look at your asset allocation to make sure you are still in a risk range that you are comfortable with.  Are you taking full advantage of the generous match (up to 5% of your salary) that the organization offers?  If you are taking advantage of the match can you afford to up your contribution level even more?  Remember every dollar saved today can potentially mean twice as much in the future through the “miracle” of compounding.  It is a good idea to look over your elections at least one time a year and reevaluate exactly how market fluctuations have influenced your portfolio.
