January was a very good month for equity markets.  Historically, if January is a good month so too is the rest of the year.  This phenomenon is know as the “January Effect” and since 1938 has predicted the correct direction of the S&P 500 for the full-year nearly 81% of the time.  Obviously this is not very scientific but I thought it an interesting little fact.  Now to pour some cold water on this theory….  In the last five years January has falsely predicted the direction of the market in 2001, 2003 and 2005.  The consolation is in two of those years it predicted a down market only for the S&P 500 to end the year in the black.

As of December 31, 2005 the average account balance in our plan has increased over $2,000 from 2004 to over $17,800.
