The broad based equity markets have continued their upward trend and have now recorded four consecutive months of positive returns.  Part of this continued growth must be attributed to the weather.  Like we said last month hurricane season has passed without much activity/destruction and September was a very mild month temperature-wise.  This has allowed energy cost to fall and the mild temperatures have made for even lower heating bills.  These two conditions have put more money in consumer pockets allowing them to spend and should help the slowing economy.  

At this time unemployment is falling and inflation does not seem to be a huge concern and for the time being a recession looks unlikely.  The large gorilla in the corner of the room still seems to be the shakeout from the nearly $2 trillion in mortgages that are set to be repriced in Adjustable Rate Mortgages(ARM’s) over the next twelve months.  This will most definitely cause a slowdown in consumption by consumers.  If that is all that happens we can count ourselves lucky.

The Internal Revenue Service announced the cost of living adjustments that apply to limitations on contributions to Defined Contribution(401k) plans for 2007.  The maximum allowable contribute amount for 2007 will be $15,500 not to include $5,000 in  catch up contributions allowed for participants older than the age of 50.
